












Students Tour ‘Wounded in America’ Exhibit

Arts @ Large Schools were invited 
for a special tour of the photojour-
nalism exhibit on display at Cardinal 
Stritch University called “Wounded 
in America.”

The humanitarian “Wounded in 
America” project documents the 
oral histories and portraits of a 
diverse group of American gun 
violence survivors. By documenti ng 
these stories and portraits, the art-
ists, photographer Robert Drea and 
writer Stephanie Arena, endeavor to 
bring a true picture of gun violence 
and its consequences to Americans, 
and to sensiti ze them to its crushing 

eff ects. The project documents the 
life-altering consequences of gun-
shot wounds on survivors from di-
verse backgrounds and communiti es 
across the United States. It reveals 
the full spectrum of gun violence in 
the U.S. and the devastati ng out-
come for all types of Americans. 

Arts @ Large sent 13 Milwau-
kee Schools to tour this powerful 
exhibit. 4th-8th grade students 
learned how the exhibit was created 
and engaged in discussion about the 
eff ects of gun violence and strate-
gies of preventi on.
