· provides arts education experiences in an inclusive environment designed to motivate students with diverse learning and physical abilities.

· helps teachers build skills to integrate performing, visual, and literary arts into all subjects in a manner sensitive to the needs of a diverse student population.

· demonstrate the ability by classroom teachers to lead and collaborate in an arts integration effort with classroom teachers and community artist, arts organization, and higher education partnerships to enhance academic learning.
